John MacArthur reminds us of the importance of the Word when he says,  
 

“I really believe that we're seeing sad things happen in the evangelical church today. People are leaving 
the Word of God while affirming its truthfulness and chasing after all other kinds of things because they 
have the feeling that the Word can't meet their need and that is a lie of the devil that has arisen because 
they've never really lived a biblical life and they've never really been noble like the Bereans who daily 
searched the scriptures. And they've never allowed, as Paul said to the Colossians, the Word of Christ to 
dwell in them richly. They've treated it in a cursory way and never enjoyed the power of its depths. And 
oh how in this day we ought to call the church of Christ back to a preoccupation that consumes them with 
the living Word of God and let our message not be the message of the Bible plus the world, but let it be 
the message of the sufficiency of the Word of God alone.” 

 
The Bible speaks to its importance and source in the following verses: 
 
Matt. 5:18 “For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall pass away 
from the Law, until all is accomplished. 19 “Whoever then annuls one of the least of these commandments, and so 
teaches others, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever keeps and teaches them, he shall be called 
great in the kingdom of heaven.  
 
2Tim. 3:16 All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in 
righteousness; 17 that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work.  
 
2Pet. 1:19 And so we have the prophetic word made more sure, to which you do well to pay attention as to a lamp 
shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star arises in your hearts. 20 But know this first of all, that 
no prophecy of Scripture is a matter of one’s own interpretation, 21 for no prophecy was ever made by an act of human 
will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.  
 
Psa. 119:9  How can a young man keep his way pure? By keeping it according to Thy word. 10 With all my heart I have 
sought Thee; Do not let me wander from Thy commandments. 11 Thy word I have treasured in my heart, That I may not 
sin against Thee.  
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Remember the sermon on Psalm 19--godly people are people of the Word.  Psa. 19:7 The law of the 
LORD is perfect, restoring the soul; The testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple. 8 The 
precepts of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; The commandment of the LORD is pure, 
enlightening the eyes. 9 The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring forever; The judgments of the LORD 
are true; they are righteous altogether. The Bible--the inspired, infallible, inerrant Word of God-- is our 
only and all sufficient source for life and godliness.  Keep spending time in it! 
 

Since there is no Sunday School in August, this would be a great time to get some families together after 
church for a meal or a time of fellowship.  You might want to try your own family Sunday School at 
home.  You might want to commit that time to reading a book.  You might want to spend some time 
praying with and for your family and needs.  There is much that can and should be done.  Be creative.  
Find some new way to grow this month.  Share some ideas with others.  Spend the time in spiritual 
pursuits.   
 

This month gives us an opportunity to think ahead for the Fall and the new school year and make some 
plans for involvement at Heartland.  New Sunday school classes will be starting.  New small groups will 
be starting.

WHAT  EXACTLY  IS KOINONIA  (BIBLICAL  FELLOWSHIP )? 
 
By the time you read this it will all be over.  The crowd will be gone.  The books will be closed.  The voices will be 
silenced.  Everyone will be on break. While this year’s adult Sunday School class on Body Building will be a distant 
memory, I hope that God will use the Biblical principles taught in the class to affect our lives and be a means to cause 
our local church Body to grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ! 
 
For those who were not able to attend, you were missed!  It was good to be reminded of what God’s Word says 
regarding the church and how those truths impact our interaction with each other as Christians. 
 
One of the truths that we talked about was the fellowship that Christians have with each other.  Now when we think of 
fellowship our minds often think of social interaction with other believers through Pot Providence, Simply Dinners, or 
even when Christians talk after church on Sunday in the Gathering Area.  But the Bible defines fellowship in a very 
different way.  Fellowship in the Bible actually refers to the shared life that we have in Christ.  Christians are in 
relationship with each other because they are in Christ.  That means that we belong to each other.  God has saved us not 
only for Him (to worship, serve, exalt Him), but for each other as well.  God has saved you for me and me for you. 
 
So fellowship is not merely a time when two Christians get together and talk.  It is when they live out this shared life 
they have in Christ.  What are some practical ways that we see fellowship lived out in a local church context? 
 

Sharing in the Spiritual Needs of Others: 
By living out the “One Another” verses of the Bible (i.e. Love one another, Forgive one another, Do not 

judge one another, Be servants to one another, Pray for one another…) 
By sharing Biblical truth with each other.  Not by simply talking to each other after church, but talking 

about what you have learned in God’s Word that week or what God has been teaching you. 
By being open with each other and holding each other accountable.  It is important that we share our 

sins with each other, so that we can come alongside one another and help each other in our 
Christian walk.  This level of fellowship may not be something that we feel comfortable to share 
with every believer in the Body, but it is important that we have those around us that are close 
enough friends that we can share our struggles with and who will be bold enough to “hold our feet 
to the fire” so to say and pray for us. 

By praying together.  It is important that we not only pray for each other, but that we also pray with each 
other.  As other believers share their struggles with sin with us it is important to stop and pray with 
them; to encourage them in prayer.  It is also important to pray proactively with other Christians.  In 
other words, not just pray for things that are wrong in their life, but also pray for those things that 
are not apparently wrong (i.e. pray that they will grow in love, in their faith, that their children love 
the Lord, etc). 

By participating in a small group.  It is often difficult to get to know other believers well enough to do 
all the things that I have mentioned above in this section (i.e. share Biblical truths, be open & 
accountable, pray, etc), but a small group can provide a nurturing environment for such fellowship.  
Fellowship does not automatically happen in small groups, but in small groups fellowship is more 
likely to happen; especially if the small group leader is consciously seeking to encourage the 
practice of Biblical fellowship in the group. 

By using social interactions in the church as opportunities for fellowship.  Fellowship does not equal 
social interaction and visa versa.  However, social opportunities can be the context in which 
fellowship happens.  As we get together at Ice Cream socials, Simply Dinners, or Pot Providence 
we can talk about everything but the Lord, or we can use those times as opportunities to share what 
Christ is doing in our lives and to inquire how others are doing spiritually.  Social activities are not 
fellowship, but they can be great opportunities for fellowship to happen. 
 

Another way that we see fellowship lived out in the context of the local church is in sharing material 
possessions.  Here are just a few ideas: 
 

By such things as passing clothes your kids have outgrown to other families in the church who can 
use them. 

By giving to the Mercy Fund. 
By discovering the financial need of someone out of work and meeting that need. 
By raking the leaves of the elderly or a widow or doing repairs around their house.

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One last way that we can express the fellowship that we have in Christ is to use our spiritual gifts in 

the local church Body. 
 

Spiritual Gifts are abilities that God has granted to Christians for the edification of others in the 
Body.  Do you understand what that means?  God has given you abilities that I need if I am to 
grow in Christ.  If you do not use your spiritual gifts, then I will suffer. God has given me abili-
ties that you need if you are to grow in Christ.  If I do not use my spiritual gifts, then you will 
suffer.  Your spiritual growth and that of the entire church will suffer!  God has created & saved 
us to be interconnected and dependent upon each other!  Yet how ironic it is that we as Chris-
tians often see our service, that is the use of our spiritual gifts, as optional in the church.  We 
might have all kinds of reasons why we do not serve (i.e. our lives are very busy, I served my 
time, I do not know what to do, etc), but the reality is God has saved us to serve!   To not use 
our spiritual gifts in the Body is no different than saying we are too busy to come to church on 
Sunday morning and worship.  Or, “I grew up in the church and worshipped every Sunday, so I 
think that I have put in enough time.  I am done.”  Such reasons sound odd and they should.  
Why?  Because God has saved us to worship Him!   In the same way, God has created us to 
have fellowship with Him and with each other.  We belong to each other and one of the ways we 
serve each other is by using the spiritual gifts that God’s Spirit has given to us to use (1 Cor. 
12:11).  And the use of these gifts are not only so that the saints will do the work of service in 
the church (Eph. 4:12), but that the Body will become unified and loving (Eph. 4:13) and be-
come mature and wise (Eph. 4:13-15) and become effective and successful (Eph. 4:15, 16). 

 
We want to help you in the use of your spiritual gifts.  God has given men to the church as gifts 

(Eph. 4:11) to equip you for the works of service.  These men are called Pastor/Teachers also 
known as Pastors and Elders in our church.  They are here to help build you up through the 
Word & prayer that you might fill the function God has for you in our local church Body. 

 
Also, we have a Ministry Team in our church, whose function it is to help people discover what their 

spiritual gifts are and how they can use those gifts in our local church Body.  The members of 
that team are Robbie Franks, Tom Von Stroh and Rick Franks.  They are here to help you be all 
that God created you to be; to use your gifts in the church so that we may mature as a local 
church Body.  If you have questions or would like to talk to someone about discovering what 
your gifts are or how to use them, then please contact one of the members on the Ministry Team.  
If you think that God may have gifted you with the ability to help others use their gifts then 
please contact me. 

 
How awesome our God is that He has saved us to have fellowship with Him and with each other.  Not simply for 
our benefit (although we do benefit), but for the building up of His Body and for His glory!  I want to encourage 
you to think further on this doctrine of fellowship and to compare it with the way you live your life at this time.  
Is your life one of fellowship with God and others?  Do you see those things listed above as part of your life?  If 
not, what particular things are hindering you from living in Biblical fellowship? 
 
Fellowship is both a privilege and a responsibility!  Let us live lives of fellowship, "so that we no longer be chil-
dren tossed here and there by waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, by 
craftiness in deceitful scheming.  But speaking the truth in love, let us grow up in all aspects into Him who is the 
head, even Christ, from whom the whole body, being fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, ac-
cording to the proper working of each individual part, causes the growth of the body for the building up of itself 
in love” (Eph 4:14-16).

As reported in mid-July while we are operating slightly under budget on consistent-normal weekly giving HCC has 
enjoyed some generous gifts from generous families to put us well over budget YTD and make significant strides 
towards eliminating our corporate debt we have on the building. God has provided! We praise Him!   

To remind you, several years ago we decided that we should invest in a new facility aimed at furthering the 
mission of the church, "To glorify God by discipling His people to share the reality of Jesus to the world." After 
careful consideration it was the decision of session to borrow no more than we corporately had in equity in the 
project, thus $1.3 million was raised in cash and $1.3 million was borrowed. The debt officially began on January 
1, 2008 and 18 months later is now below or around $900,000. A reduction of $400,000 is no small feat in 18 
months. Again, we praise the One who provides! In the next couple of months there will be a presentation and plan 
delivered to the you (the Body) on how and when this debt will be eliminated completely...Lord willing.     

Please pray for the session and team selected as they develop this plan. In stewardship of the resources God 
gives us to fulfill the mission of the church, we want you to know that every dollar given is carefully considered to 
go toward fulfilling the mission of HCC. We have the challenge of continuing to grow the ministry as it involves 
staff, programs, tools, etc., while still meeting the unbudgeted economic needs of our people, while meeting the 
legal obligations we have to pay the bank note off. It is a challenging process we face corporately and each of us 
individually in our normal lives.     

God has demonstrated His own faithfulness to us and giving proportionate 
amounts of our time-talent-treasure is an act of worship and faithfulness we offer 
back to Him. Let us continue to create a culture of giving within the Body of HCC 
that He will be glorified in all we do. He doesn't need our money, time or talent to 
accomplish His will, but He has chosen us to be a part of the plan and He has 
called us to be obedient.

 “Being confident of this, that He who began a good work in you will carry it on to  completion 

until the day of Christ Jesus.” Philippians 1:6 
  
As I walked away from the Logos Hope down the last few steps on the gangway, I could not believe that my two 
years onboard were over.  God had brought me through an amazing journey full of learning and exciting 
activities.  It was hard thinking that my time was over, and I was starting a new journey. 
 
I had many opportunities my last few months during our UK tour to minister and interact with visitors on board 
and also those I met on the streets.  Here are some of my last ministry events: 
 
 *Night Light – ministry that involved interaction with bars and clubs for teens. 

 

 *Dublin Challenge Team – we partnered with a local church for a week of onshore 
ministry. 
 

 *Hillsong London – a band got to come onboard for a concert for locals. 
 

 *The Rock – a youth group event with 200 teens coming to seek Christ. 
 

 *I also had the opportunity to work in the I-café my last few months.  I served and 
interacted with hundreds of visitors who came onboard to get a tour and interact with 
Ships Company.  It was nice partnering with local believers and using the ship as a tool to 
lead and encourage people in their relationship with Christ.  

 

It was a blessing to be involved in a ministry that was in great transition - we did get to see the hard work pay off!  
It was a journey that we all took together and had to truly trust God for.  We worked over a year on remodeling 
the ship, and we finally got to see it launched into ministry in February!  God has done an amazing work with the 
Logos Hope - over 130,000 guests have already been welcomed on board in fewer than 5 months of ministry! 
 
If you asked me what particular lessons that I have learned while serving these past two years, I would say that 
God has taught me about His provision and to truly trust in Him.  We had moments in that we did not have 
enough money to keep going and it was amazing to see God’s hand at work and totally provide for us in ways 
that we could not have imagined. 
 
After I moved off the ship, I was invited to go to the Operation Mobilization USA office and have a couple of days 
of re-entry.  The office gave me time to recover, wind down, and share about my time onboard.  It was so fun to 
be around the people who had supported me and encouraged my while serving with the ship ministry for the 
past two years. 
 
So what does the future hold?  I am going to be attending Tabor College this fall and playing soccer.  I am 
looking forward to going to school and learning a lot of new things.  But the transition can be hard, and I 
sometimes get caught in both worlds.  I miss the ship a lot and there are times that I wish I could be back 
onboard.  But God is taking me on a journey and I cannot wait to see what new lessons He has in store for me!  
All I need to do is just trust in Him and He will show me! 
 
I want to tell you how thankful I am for your support.  I could not have done this without you!  There were 
moments that were extremely hard and I know that your support and prayers were the only way that I could 
overcome my hardships and the reconstruction/project phase.  God has used you as a tool in my ministry and I 
thank you for your faith in me.
