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Dear friends,

I enjoy being able to look out my window and watch the construction going on. When the bad weather hit, it seemed like all had
stopped. They couldn’t get to the outside to work on the slab or begin building the new north end. But that didn’t mean that there wasn’t
anything going on. They were working on the inside.

In our spiritual lives we face much the same type of situation. Often times it seems like nothing is happening on the outside. We are not
seeing any huge changes and other people can’t see any difference either. Our times with the Lord may seem dry and our prayers seem to
bounce off the ceiling. We desperately need a fresh pouring out of God’s Spirit, but we just go about our lives not really concerned. Many
times we face what the old Puritan writers called “the dark night of the soul.”

What are we to do at times like that? The most important thing to remember is that even though we may not see huge change, God is still
at work in us. The promises of His Word remind us that He is not inactive. Phil. 1:6 “For | am confident of this very thing, that He who
began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus.” Or, Phil. 2:13 “for it is God who is at work in you, both to will and
to work for His good pleasure.” Or again, Rom. 8:29 “For whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become conformed to the image of
His Son, that He might be the first-born among many brethren;” Or, 1John 3:2 “Beloved, now we are children of God, and it has not
appeared as yet what we shall be. We know that, when He appears, we shall be like Him, because we shall see Him just as He is.”

There will be times of great, visible, observable growth in our lives just like there will be times of great progress on our building. We
need to continue to “work out our salvation with fear and trembling.” But what about those other times? Are there ways we can overcome
the seeming inactivity and sense God’s presence with us again?

God has shown us that many times the inactivity comes because of sin. He says in Isaiah 59:2, “But your iniquities have made a separation
between you and your God, and your sins have hidden His face from you, so that He does not hear.” God tells us to examine ourselves,
confess our sins, repent and return to Him. When we do that He promises us that He will restore us. Acts 3:19 says, “Therefore, repent
and return so that your sins may be wiped away, in order that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord.” But what about
those times where we have confessed and examined and don’t know about any sin? How do we respond to those dry times? In a word--
obedience. There is a master plan our builders are following and even when it seems like nothing is going on, they continue to follow the
plan.

We should likewise follow God’s plan and continue to do the things we know are right that He has shown us. We continue to pray, read
and study His Word, fast, worship. As we submit ourselves to these disciplines, we know that He is still working and will bring about His
results. Richard Foster in the classic book, “Celebration of Discipline says, “A farmer is helpless to grow grain; all he can do is to provide
the right conditions for the growing of grain. He puts seed in the ground where the natural forces take over and up comes the grain. That
is the way with the spiritual disciplines--they are a way of sowing to the Spirit. The disciplines are God’s way of getting us into the ground;
they put us where He can work within us and transform us. By themselves the disciplines can do nothing; they can only get us to the place
where something can be done. They are God’s means of grace.” | would encourage you in those times of apparent inactivity to go back to
the basics. Spend time in the Word and prayer. Fast. Worship. Put yourself in the place where God can do His work in your life.

We have had a great month of learning and growing. |am thrilled with our new elders and deacons and encourage you to continue to
pray for them and encourage them as you can. We have some great adult Sunday School classes going now and I would urge you to make
that a part of your Sunday. We are seeing new faces almost every Sunday. Continue to reach out and greet them and make them feel
welcome. In this month of Valentine’s Day, let us use it as a month to truly love one another.

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Do You Know Your God?

P a sto r Rl ck “Sowho is yourgod?” “ /believe god is..” or “Well, mygod is not like that.” These are all statements that are
becoming more and more popular as our country becomes more and more pluralistic. Recently, thiswhole
idea of living in a pluralistic society got me to thinking; do my children really know their God? This may

sound odd coming from a pastor; one whose family has grown up in the church, attended Sunday school, youth group, and just about
every other program that the church has to offer; a family where we read the Bible consistently, memorize Scripture, study &
memorize the catechisms. But in reality this question is not as strange as it may first sound. God is a God who reveals Himself to His
people. There are countless Biblical examples of men who walked with God and as they did, God revealed more and more of
Himself to them. God revealed to Moses at the burning bush that He was Yahweh; the great /Am. Later, God showed His holiness to
the people of Israel that they may fear Him (Ex. 20:18-21). Then in Exodus 40:34, Moses and the people of Israel experienced the
Glory of the LORD filling the temple. In much the same way, Christians know who their God is as they walk with Him over the
course of their lives. They do more than know aboutGod, they actually walkwith Him and know Him experientially. That iswhat |
want for my children.

But walking with God is not simply a subjective experience. Since Christians’ perceptions can be distorted by sin and God isa God
who can only be known by His people as He reveals Himself; it is necessary that our children be taught the truth of what God has
revealed about Himself. No wonder Deuteronomy 6:4-6 says,

4'Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God| the LORD isone! 5"You shall love the L ORD your God with all your heart and
with all your soul and with all your might. 6'These words, which | am commanding you toaay, shall be on your heart
7"You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by
the way and when you lie down and when you rise up. 8"You shall bind them as a sign on your hand and they shall be as
frontals on your forehead. 9"You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates,

The Israelites were to internalize the Word of God (/¢ shall be on your hear?) so that they could teach it to their sons and daughters as
they lived life. Here we see the objective truth of God (His Word/Law) informing the minds & wills of His people so that they will
know their God and love Him with all their being.

These truths are not new to me. | am a Christian educator. | have taught this passage to numerous teachers, parents, and
congregations, but the weight of it caused me to ask the question, do my children really Anowtheir God? | want them to be so
consumed with God that He captures their hearts. Consequently, this year in our family devotional time we have begun to study
the names of God. Each day we have the opportunity to examine the character of God as we study a differentname. It hasbeenan
exciting study, as we learn about EI Elyon- the God Most High, El Roi-the God who sees, and more. But as exciting as the study is,
Robbie & | have found the opportunity to talk to our children about how that particular Name of God impacts their life to be even
more exciting. We find that throughout the day we have opportunity for teachable moments where we can help our children see
how a particular Name (character trait) of God relates to that particular situation in life. It hastruly been a blessing.

Do you know your God? Do your children know their God? Let me encourage you to converse with your children (particularly the
ones who have grown up in church) and see where they are in their understanding of who God is and their relationship with Him.
May you enjoy the rich blessing of introducing them to your God that they may know and love Him more fully, and as you share
with your own or those children God has placed in your life (at church, Sunday School, relatives, neighbors), may you be encouraged
in your own understanding and walk with the Lord!
