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Dear Friends, 
 
July is upon us and the celebration of Independence Day.  It is a great reminder of the great country we live in.  It seems with the election year our 
country gets trashed for the sake of politics.  The United States is not perfect.  In fact, it is guilty of some great sins.  But it is still a place that has 
given to each of us incredible opportunities to grow, learn and, most of all, to worship God in freedom.  No matter what else may be said about our 
country, both good and bad, it is still a country that has allowed us to pursue our God, to own His Word, to share the gospel, to meet in a beautiful 
place dedicated unashamedly to Him.  Let’s not forget that. 
 
As I was preaching on Providence, one of the points was that God is still involved in the affairs of nations.  As it states in 1Chr. 29:11-12 “Thine, O 
LORD, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the victory and the majesty, indeed everything that is in the heavens and the earth; Thine is 
the dominion, O LORD, and Thou dost exalt Thyself as head over all. 12 “Both riches and honor come from Thee, and Thou dost rule over all, and in 
Thy hand is power and might; and it lies in Thy hand to make great, and to strengthen everyone.”  
 
He is still the Sovereign King of Kings and Lord of Lords.  He rules over all.  It is in His power to make great.  Even more importantly, He is the One 
who determines the rulers of all nations.  In the midst of what promises to be an ugly campaign, the results lie in the hands of our perfect, holy, all-
powerful, all-knowing, all-good God.  We will get as president whom He desires for us as a nation.  No matter who that is, God will use it for His glory.  
Let’s not forget that. 
 
In attempting to understand even better what God’s providence might look like practically, let me offer the following suggestions: 
 
What benefit does it yield in our lives to believe that God, in His providence, controls all things? 
 
1. It gives us deep gratitude to God for all good things--including our love for Him and faith in Him--because all good things are from God (see 
Romans 11:36 and James 1:18). 
 
2. It keeps us from despair and instead gives us patience and comfort, strength and hope through suffering and adversity. In all bad things that 
happen to us, we can have the confidence of Joseph: "God meant it for good" (Genesis 50:20, NASB) and the worship of Job: "...and he fell to the 
ground and worshiped. And he said, `...The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away. Blessed be the name of the Lord'" (Job 1:20-21). 
 
3. It causes us to marvel at God's great wisdom because He works all things together for His glory and His people's good (Romans 8:28)--not just in 
spite of the opposition but by means of the opposition. He makes evil backfire and makes satan continually shoot himself in the foot because when 
satan intends something for the harm of God's saints, God's intention is to ultimately benefit them. This is amazing wisdom to praise God for! 
 
4. It gives us joyful trust in God for the future. Psa. 139:16 says, “in Thy book they were all written, The days that were ordained for me, When as yet 
there was not one of them.” 
 
5. It frees us to obey with confidence and security--even when obedience appears risky or "foolish" by the world's standards. Thus, God's providence 
encourages us into risk-taking obedience for God's great glory.  Remember in Acts 4:19 “But Peter and John answered and said to them, “Whether it 
is right in the sight of God to give heed to you rather than to God, you be the judge; 20 for we cannot stop speaking what we have seen and heard.” 
 
6. It gives us deeper trust in God because He will accomplish all of His purposes. None can fail (see Job 42:2 and Isaiah 46:10). 
 
7. It gives us great encouragement to and confidence in prayer. For God can do what we ask. (see 1 John 5:14-15) 
 
8. We need never feel overwhelmed, because God is in control.  (see Romans 8) 
 
 
I pray that you will have a great month reflecting on the majesty, glory, and gracious providence of our God.  He alone is worthy of our praise!

Greetings! I am writing you this newsletter in Koge, Denmark. I will be here in this port for three 
months. We are focusing on finishing the project and doing more intense work to follow through 
with getting the Logos Hope prepared for ministry. 
 
I want to thank you for all the personal emails I received over the past 
couple of months. I have needed that extra support and I am truly thankful to all who responded. I 
have felt your prayers and your support and it means the world to me to have people praying and 
caring for my needs during this time that I am away from home. I really appreciate it. God has used 
you all to encourage and lift up my spirits as some struggles have come my way but each day I 
continue to overcome them :) 
 
These next few weeks will be focusing on getting the ship finished. We have a list of projects to get 
done while we are in Denmark--so we can reach our goal of sailing at the end of September. It's 
been a tough project because without this work completed we can not get a certificate that allows 
all crew-members to sail. So pray that we can get the work completed so that we can sail at the end 
of September. 
 
Praises-- We have really seen God at work. We have gotten a lot accomplished so far and we are 
seeing each day the blessings and the vision we have for our future. We are also encouraged 
already for the time we have here in Denmark for relationships, our own ministry and aiming to 
receive this certificate. God is at work here. We are learning to strain ahead and keep going. 
 
We need prayer for people. Right now we have around 350 onboard. We are needing 150 (max. 
500) people onboard. A lot of the jobs take people and the project needs hands and feet. So the 
biggest prayer request is new crew-members. We need people with specialized skills and people 
who are willing to sacrifice some time to come help us complete the project. 
 
I really am so thankful for your prayers. This phase and being in Denmark can be stressful and 
tiring but I want to thank you for lifting me up and truly making Jeremiah 29.11-13 a prayer and a 
support for my time onboard. I really appreciate having the body of Christ included and partnering 
with me as I serve here on the Logos Hope.

Summer Ideas! 
It is hard to believe that summer is already upon us!  What a wonderful time for families to reconnect with one another and with 

other families.  For the past six months, I have had the privilege of writing about some of the essential practices of a disciple: 

worship, teaching, prayer, and evangelism.  Even more specifically, I have addressed how these practices can be lived out in the 

home as well as our church body.  But when we think of being a disciple of Christ, it is all too easy to fall into the trap of thinking 

that being a disciple is an activity that we do apart from life.  But for the Christian being a disciple is who we are and what we do in 

the midst of life. That said, I thought I might suggest some summer activities for all ages that could provide opportunities for your 

family to build relationships with unbelievers and hence, provide an opportunity to share Christ.  Having said that, do not forget that 

it is the Holy Spirit who changes a person’s heart, so pray for those with whom you are building a relationship. 

Some of the things that we have done (or seen others do) to reach out to others is… 

 

1. Invite a neighbor over whom you have met, but have not yet gotten to know for dinner or 
dessert - or better yet for homemade ice cream. 

2. Encourage your kids to feed the neighbor’s pet or mow their lawn while they are vacation and 
at no charge!  It speaks volumes to people when they encounter young people who serve 
them and want nothing in return. 

3. Parents, make your home the “hang out place” in the neighborhood.   Let the kids congregate 
at your house, eat your food, let the flies in, make noise and all the rest!  Sure it can be 
inconvenient to have all those kids in and out of your house all day long, but what a great 
opportunity for non-Christian kids to see how a Christian home functions.  Opening your 
home is especially good if you are nervous about having your kids play with unbelievers.  It 
allows you to monitor the interaction between your kids and neighborhood kids, but also 
allows you to get to know some of the kids in the neighborhood and to pray for them. 

4. While the kids are “hanging out” at your house, invite them to bake some goodies with you.  Sure your kitchen may look like 
WWIII when you are done, but kids love to help and they often do not get an opportunity to do it at home.  Once the baking 
is done (and the kids have helped clean up the mess), then you and all the kids take some baked goods to a neighbor that 
you have not met yet or is shut in.  Not only will the neighbor be touched by your generosity, but will probably be 
surprised to see that the neighborhood kids all pitched in to help. 

 

As you can see from these few suggestions, kids are WONDERFUL resources when it comes to meeting others.  Kids are like 

magnets, they attract other kids; especially if you raise your children to consciously be reaching out to others to minister to them.  

But what if you do not have kids or your children are grown and no longer at home?  You can still do some of the things listed 

above, but in addition to these things, you can also… 

 

*Take a walk each evening.  In addition to providing exercise, it also gives you opportunity to meet and visit briefly with 
neighbors.  We once had an older couple in our neighborhood that went on a walk every evening.  But in addition to 
walking they carried with them peppermints for the neighborhood kids and doggie treats for the canines.  Needless to say, 
they knew everyone in the neighborhood and everyone knew them. 

*If you live in town, a variation of the evening walk is to leave your car in the garage and walk to the store when you need 
something (and time allows).  This expands your points of contact even more.  The other day, Timothy & I needed 
something from Home Depot so we simply walked.  Not only did we get to greet some strangers, but even saw Heartland 
folk as well! 

*One other variation is to go on a prayer walk.  This is where you pray for the family in each house you pass as you walk, even 
if you do not know the family by name.  If you have a neighborhood directory, you can carry it with you and pray for each 
family by name.  It also helps you to get to know your neighbors. 

 

If you are elderly or unable to walk, you can always… 

*Sit on your porch more (in the cool of the day).  This gives you opportunity to wave to people who pass by or to say, “Hello”.  
Years ago when people interacted more in neighborhoods, people used to sit on their porch each evening.  While this 
practice is not as common today, it can still be a good opportunity to meet others.   Why not sit on your porch and silently 
ask God to bring people to you, that you might share Christ with them? 

*Bake a batch of cookies and take them to a group of kids that you see playing in the neighborhood.  (Of course, you may want 
to encourage them to get their parents’ permission first). 

*Often, parents are busy and so kids are out wandering the neighborhood on their own.  Speak to those kids.  Strike up a 
conversation if you can.  Our culture has fed us the lie for a long time now that kids and youth do not want to spend time 
with older folks because only young people can relate to them.   Kids want to be around people who genuinely care for 
them.  And often, older adults have more time and resources to spend with kids and youth then anyone else! 

If you can afford it, ask a neighborhood kid to mow your lawn.  Do not simply look for the kid that comes from a good 
Christian home, but possibly ask a kid who does not come from a Christian home.  Then when he finishes mowing, bring 
out some refreshments and sit down and talk for a while.  Who knows where the conversations may lead! 

 

These are just a few of the summer ideas that I have encountered in my life and seen to be beneficial in fostering relationships.  I 

encourage you and your family to consider these suggestions and better yet to add to the list!  God has given us this summer; let us 

use it to bring glory to Him!
