ADULT SUMMER SUNDAY SCHOOL CLASS

Did you know that in war, for every one person on
the battle front, there are nine others behind the battle
lines backing him up? Our missionaries are on the
hattlefront too, a spiritual battlefront. How do we
back them up effectively? Pastor Rick and several
members from the Missions Committee will teach a
Sunday School class on Missions in June and July.

We will focus on the Biblical mandate for missions, but
also spend time presenting practical ways each
Heartlander can support those who are called to go
and preach the gospel to the e#/nos, that is, all people
groups on the face of the earth! You will also have
the opportunity to hear from several missionaries, who
will share their ministry with us, but also, in their own
words, tell us how we can come alongside them in
support. Don't miss it!
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One might think that in the church today, evangelism is out and outreach is in.
The terminology used in the church today seems to bring to light our true
convictions. At one time, the church talked much of evangelism. The word
'evangelism' comes from the word euaggelion. This is a word composed of
two other Greek words, eu which means 'well' or 'good’, and aggelion,
meaning 'message'’. The word 'evangel', therefore, means 'good message' or
'good news'. To evangelize is to set forth this good news. But in the context of being “seeker-sensitive” or wanting
to “reach the lost” in many circles the terminology has been changed from speaking of evangelism to that of
outreach; outreach being defined as the drawing in of people to the church and being more focused on gathering
people in to the church than on presenting the truth of the good news! This may be partially because the good
news offends sinful man (1 Cor. 1:22-25) and we fear that if we offend people they may not come to our church.
But the Lord has called every Christian to evangelize! The Lord Jesus told His disciples that after the Holy Spirit
had come upon them, they would be indued with power to become witnesses for Him in Jerusalem, Judea,
Samaria, and the uttermost parts of the earth (Acts 1:8). It is clear from Acts 8:4 that the apostolic church applied
this not only to the apostles themselves, but also to all of the members. In other words, all believers are to be
witnesses of the Gospel to the world. So a practice of a Christian or disciple of Christ is to evangelize the world.
But what does it mean to evangelize?

As I said earlier, to evangelize is to set forth the good news. Sometimes we think of evangelism as including the
result, namely, of reaching men for Christ. That this is the goal of evangelism is true, but evangelism should not be
defined in terms of the results, rather, it should be defined in terms of the activity of setting forth the good news
itself. As Christians our focus must simply be in sharing the good news with others. As J.I. Packer says, “If we
regard our job, not simply to present Christ. but actually to produce converts — to evangelize, not only faithfully,
but also successfully — our approach to evangelism would become pragmatic and calculating. Techniques would
become ends in themselves . . . But it is not right when we take it on us to do more than God has given us to do. It
is not right when we regard ourselves as responsible for securing converts, and look to our own enterprise and
techniques to accomplish what only God can accomplish. To do that is to intrude ourselves into the office of the
Holy Spirit, to exalt ourselves as the agents of the New Birth—thus: only by letting our knowledge of God's
sovereignty control the way in which we plan, and pray, and work in His service, can we avoid becoming guilty of
this fault.”

So while we do not have to worry about the results of our evangelism, we are commanded in Scripture to live out
our faith before a world that is lost and is even sometimes hostile to the Faith given us by God! What does
evangelism look like in the life of a believer? Well, it may be done in various modes and methods, but here a few
things to keep in mind (in no particular order). First, part of what it means to be a Christian is that one is a witness
to the reality of a heart that has been changed by the Gospel! Therefore, if we are not sharing our faith, then we
should examine our relationship with God. Ifiit is not easy to share Christ with others, then it may be that Christ is
not important to us. Has our heart grown cold toward Christ (Rev. 2:4)? Secondly, if we are to share our faith we
must have relationships with unbelievers. This is true not only for adults, but for our children as well. If we are to
teach them to share their faith then they need opportunities (under their parents guidance) to interact with
unbelievers. Third, if evangelism is the work of the Holy Spirit through the believer and if it is the Holy Spirit who
works in the heart of the unbeliever as the message is shared, then prayer is of the most importance in evangelism.
It is important for the believer to pray for himself for holiness of life and boldness & clarity in sharing the gospel.
For the unbeliever, the Christian prays for the Holy Spirit to work in the unbeliever’s heart. Finally, if we are to
evangelize we must confront the unbeliever with the Word of God. There is much talk in the church today about
relationships (and God has created us to be relational creatures), but according to God, the means He uses to
change the human heart is His Word (Rom. 10: 17; Heb. 4:12) and the Holy Spirit.

God has given Christians, those saved by His grace, the great privilege of sharing the Gospel message with others
who need His grace. As a matter of fact, the means by which God spreads the Gospel is through His people. Let
us live according to who we are in Christ!
