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Dear Friends,

September is here and with it comes the end of summer and all of the supposed free time we had to enjoy family,
vacations, recreation and fun. Now comes the grind of school, sports, jobs and schedules. Our children are back into
the swing of things. Sunday schools are beginning again this month. Women’s Bible studies start up. New small
group opportunities are being offered. Youth groups will begin to meet again. We will start up our dinners, fellowship
groups, missions month, and many more ministries in the next few months. But in the midst of all of this, let us not
forget our calling.

This month we celebrate the 15th anniversary of our first Sunday morning worship service on September 5, 1993.
It is hard to believe that we are 15 years old. God has done so much and has been faithful to grow us numerically and
spiritually and provide abundantly for Heartland. It has not been without its hardships and heartaches but it has also
been full of great joy. We have learned together what it means to be a church--a family--and what it is that God has
called us to do. When we started 15 years ago, we had a group of people who met to study the Book of Acts and simply
ask the question, “What does God want the church to do and to be?”” Our original vision and ministry came from those
meetings together. In fact our current vision still is based on those early days: “Our mission is to glorify God as we
disciple His people to share the reality of Jesus with the world.”

One verse that became a guide for us was Acts 2:42.

“And they were continually devoting themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of
bread and to prayer.”

That verse set us on a journey that we continue today. We have our times of teaching, fellowship, communion
and prayer. Of course, there is always much more we could do but in many ways we are much like the first century
church. The next few verses tell us what was going on in that early church.

“Acts 2:43  And everyone kept feeling a sense of awe; and many wonders and signs were taking place through the
apostles. 44 And all those who had believed were together, and had all things in common; 45 and they {began}
selling their property and possessions, and were sharing them with all, as anyone might have need. 46 And day by day
continuing with one mind in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, they were taking their meals together
with gladness and sincerity of heart, 47 praising God, and having favor with all the people. And the Lord was adding
to their number day by day those who were being saved.”

It seems that one big difference between them and us is that they were acutely aware of the work of the Holy
Spirit in their midst. Sometimes in our approach to our faith, we are too caught up in academia and learning and not
open to the Spirit. I have my rut and I am comfortable. In our walk with Christ, we often feel more comfortable with
the routine. I go to church, I go to my small group or Bible study, I meet with my accountability partners, I have my
quiet time, I read my Bible. I know what I am supposed to do and when. I go where I am supposed to go and do what I
am supposed to do. No surprises. But wouldn’t it be great to be surprised by the Spirit every now and then? I pray that
we would be open every day to what the Spirit would have us do. Who should I talk to ? Who should I pray for today?
Who needs some encouragement? Who needs to hear the gospel?

Secondly, notice the priority of what we would today call “stewardship”. They recognized that what they had
was not theirs but it was a gift from God to be used for His kingdom. I have preached already on
understanding God’s providence and our willingness to consecrate ourselves as the foundation for
stewardship. This month we will have the opportunity to learn practical steps in our personal
stewardship through the Crown Financial Freedom seminar. Stewardship is NOT about money. It is
about your hearts attitude towards God and His blessings that He has given to you.

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Notice also the amount of time the believers spent together. It was not just once a week for an hour or so. I
was day by day. It was sharing meals together. It was being aware of each other’s needs and doing everything to
help meet those. It was daily worship. And when the body began to live in that manner, God continued to do
miraculous things. The most miraculous was in bringing people to Himself each and every day. I am convinced
that this is way we will continue to see Heartland grow. It is not through an “outreach program”, although there is
nothing wrong with that, it is through relationships. If you are already in a small group, great. If not, plan to get
involved in one this fall. It is a great opportunity to spend some more time together in prayer, study and
fellowship not to mention the desserts.

My prayer as we start this new school year and a fall full of activities and plans is that we don’t ignore the
working of the Holy Spirit in our lives. Don’t limit His work by your schedule. I also challenge each of us to
spend time every day with someone from this body. Share a meal. Have a worship time together. Discuss what
God is teaching you through His Word. Share your needs with each other. Take care of those who are struggling.
If we can do that, I am convinced that we will suddenly be overwhelmed by the Spirit and begin to see incredible
things happen. Heartland will continue to grow and God will add people day by day.

I pray that this month may be one of great growth for you, your family and Heartland. Ilove you all.

Living by the Book: Practical Principles for Personal Bible Study
