Dear friends, 
 
September is a month of transition for most of us as our schedules change from Summer to Fall.  Schools have already started 
and so has our Sunday school.  But in my mind, it is not until after Labor Day that we really enter into Fall.  It has really been 
a great summer and I look back on our trip to Brazil in June and it seems like it was years ago.  
 
Preaching through the Psalms this summer has given us a new or renewed view of God and how awesome He really is.  He is 
our Refuge, Strength, Fortress, Creator, Sustainer, Deliverer, Savior, Shepherd and Host.  In each situation, God proved 
Himself, over and over again, that He is completely dependable, faithful and powerful to rescue us from any and all enemies. 
Our problem is that we forget that.  We Fall into a wrong view of God because we don’t think of Him as we should.  Even on 
Sunday, we don’t think rightly about God because our Sunday mornings are so full of distractions and busy-ness in simply 
trying to get ourselves or our family to church on time.  But to think rightly of God is the most important thing we can do. 
 
In the classic book, The Knowledge of the Holy, A.W. Tozer reminds us of our inadequate view of God as he says,  

“I refer to the loss of the concept of majesty from the popular religious mind. The Church has surrendered her once 
lofty concept of God and has substituted for it one so low, so ignoble, as to be utterly unworthy of thinking, worshiping 
men.  This she has done not deliberately, but little by little and without her knowledge; and her very unawareness only 
makes her situation all the more tragic. 
 
“The low view of God entertained almost universally among Christians is the cause of a hundred lesser evils 
everywhere among us.....With our loss of the sense of majesty has come the further loss of religious awe and 
consciousness of the divine Presence.  We have lost our spirit of worship and our ability to withdraw inwardly to meet 
God in adoring silence.” 

 
During the week, spend time daily in private worship.  Read the Scriptures.  Meditate on His Word.  Ask the Spirit of God to 
help you focus anew on who He is.  As we gather to worship on Sunday, begin by spending that time in preparing your hearts 
and minds to enter into the presence of Almighty God.   Spend time reading through the Psalms.  Let the Word soak into you 
so that you are awestruck by the majesty and glory of our God.  Then, as our worship begins, we are simply transferring from 
private worship to corporate worship without any hindrance.   
 
Pick one attribute of God each week and let that guide your thoughts.  For instance, just searching for the word “Great” yields 
these verses from the Psalms that could be used to focus our hearts and minds for worship: 
  

Ps. 48:1  Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised,  
Ps. 57:10 For Thy lovingkindness is great to the heavens, And Thy truth to the clouds.  
Ps. 71:19 For Thy righteousness, O God, reaches to the heavens, Thou who hast done great things; O God, who is like Thee?  
Ps. 77:13 Thy way, O God, is holy; What god is great like our God?  
Ps. 86:10 For Thou art great and doest wondrous deeds; Thou alone art God.  
Ps. 95:3 For the LORD is a great God, And a great King above all gods,  
Ps. 99:3 Let them praise Thy great and awesome name; Holy is He.  
Ps. 119:156 Great are Thy mercies, O LORD; 
Ps. 145:8  The LORD is gracious and merciful; Slow to anger and great in lovingkindness.  
Ps. 147:5 Great is our Lord, and abundant in strength; His understanding is infinite.  

 
Let me also encourage you to be involved in some Bible study during the week with other believers.  We have a wonderful 
offering of small groups for this Fall which will give you a time for study, fellowship, prayer and  caring.  It is another way to 
keep our focus on God during the pressures of our daily lives and schedules.  Sunday School classes can also offer you even 
more insight into God and His Word.  Make the time to participate for your own spiritual health. 
 
I am looking forward to a great Fall.  As all of our activities kick into gear, let’s not forget our number one priority: To 
glorify God and enjoy Him forever.  Have a great month.  I love you all.

DEATH : THE  GREAT  EYE OPENER 
 
I would like to thank everyone for praying for me and my family as we traveled on our vacation to take our son Ben 
back to college and visit Washington D.C.!  We had a great time as a family and had many wonderful experiences 
touring our nation’s capital. 
 

One of the things that struck me about the D.C. area was the fast pace lifestyle of those who lived there.  People 
constantly on the go!  Whether it be the numerous joggers in the parks weaving in and out of the many tourists, or those 
jaywalking because they were in a hurry and did not have time to wait at the crossing light, or those running to catch the 
metro so that they could get to their destination a little sooner; people seemed to be in such a hurry to get to wherever it 
was that they were going.  It seemed everyone was busy-driven to move on to the next task on their schedule. 
 

But as busy as life can sometimes be, it struck me that there is one occurrence in life that brings all the busyness of our 
lives to a halt, and that is death.  Over the past two months we have heard of several well known people whose deaths 
have made the headlines;  Farrah Fawcett, Michael Jackson, Ted Kennedy (to name just a few).  But unless it is our 
loved one or friend who has passed into eternity, the account of someone’s death can seem merely as a headline in a 
story.  It is simply an event in the paper and life goes on.  But when death strikes close to home and takes someone we 
love, all of life seems to stop.  Those of us who have experienced such loss can attest to the fact that schedules no 
longer seem important.  Important appointments are postponed or cancelled.  Funeral arrangements, travel plans to the 
location of the deceased are made.  All the busyness and seeming importance of our lives seems to fade as a distant 
memory and give way for the intruding visitor known as death.   I guess you could say that death is often the lens 
through which God uses to help His children see life in its proper context.  To live life faithfully to God, one must view 
each day anew in light of eternity. 
 

Paul says in 2 Corinthians 5:6-10, 
Therefore, being always of good courage, and knowing that while we are at 
home in the body we are absent from the Lord-- 7 for we walk by faith, not by 
sight-- 8 we are of good courage, I say, and prefer rather to be absent from the 
body and to be at home with the Lord. 9 Therefore we also have as our 
ambition, whether at home or absent, to be pleasing to Him. 10 For we must all 
appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be 
recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, 
whether good or bad. (2 Corinthians 5:6-10 NAU) 
�

Paul’s yearning was to be home with the Lord and to no longer have to live by faith, but rather to see Christ face to face 
and to live in the full reality of his salvation.  Regardless, Paul says, whether at home (living here on earth) or absent 
(being in heaven) Paul’s greatest desire is to live in such a way as to be pleasing to the Lord (v.9).   Paul knew that all 
must appear before the judgment seat of Christ and give an account for those things done while here on earth, whether 
good or bad (v.10). 
 

As John MacArthur points out regarding this passage, the judgment seat metaphorically refers to the place where the 
Lord will sit to evaluate believers’ lives for the purpose of giving them eternal rewards.  The actions done in the body 
do not include sins, since their judgment took place at the cross (Eph 1:7).  But rather the imagery here is of an elevated 
platform where victorious athletes (i.e. during the Olympics) went to receive their crowns (MacArthur Study Bible, p. 
1739). 
 

So Paul is describing here what he stated in 1 Corinthians 9:24-27, 
 

Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but only one receives the 
prize? Run in such a way that you may win. 25 Everyone who competes in the 
games exercises self-control in all things. They then do it to receive a 
perishable wreath, but we an imperishable. 26 Therefore I run in such a way, as 
not without aim; I box in such a way, as not beating the air; 27 but I discipline my 
body and make it my slave, so that, after I have preached to others, I myself 
will not be disqualified. (1 Corinthians 9:24-27 NAU)�

While Paul’s early life was centered on building up and maintaining his own kingdom and glory as we see in 
Philippians 3:5 & 6, 
 

circumcised the eighth day, of the nation of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, 
a Hebrew of Hebrews; as to the Law, a Pharisee; 6 as to zeal, a persecutor 
of the church; as to the righteousness which is in the Law, found blameless. 
(Philippians 3:5-6 NAU) 
�

because of Christ, Paul forsook his own kingdom and pursued a life given to Christ for the building up of Jesus’ 
Kingdom & glory.  Paul later says, 
 

But whatever things were gain to me, those things I have counted as loss 
for the sake of Christ. 8 More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of 
the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have 
suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish so that I may 
gain Christ, (Philippians 3:7-8 NAU) 
�

How much we need to be reminded of who we are in Christ!  I have recently been reading Paul Tripp’s book, A 
Quest for More, in which he says, “Each of our lives is shaped by the war between the Kingdom of God and the 
Kingdom of self” (p. 49).  And even though we have not made a conscious decision to make the things of this 
world our treasure, the physical values of earth hook and enslave us as Christians (p. 53). 
 
As I think back to our trip to D.C., I realize how easy it is to cast stones at others and the busyness of their lives.  
Our family, who was on vacation and had no real commitments were rushing from one monument to the next; 
hurrying to get to the Smithsonian and “see everything” so that we could be on time for our tour of the capital 
building.  Even in our leisure we were in a hurry to satisfy our lust and accomplish the goals of our kingdom. 
Both God’s Kingdom and our personal little kingdom are commitments of the heart.  These commitments drive 
our actions and fuel our lifestyles.  Whose Kingdom are you living for?  Does the way you live your life signify 
that you are living for your own kingdom; in pursuit of earth-bound treasures and anxiety to have your needs 
met?  Or have you entrusted God to meet all you need, seeking first His Kingdom and His righteous (Matt. 6:19-
34); like the Apostle Paul living your life in the face of death and context of eternity? 
 
Praise God, in Christ we have been set free so that we might say like Paul, 
 

For the love of Christ controls us, having concluded this, that one died for 
all, therefore all died; 15 and He died for all, so that they who live might no 
longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on their 
behalf. (2 Corinthians 5:14-15 NAU) 
�
